	 Hunter and Hunted
1) Have all students stand in a circle

2) Get two volunteers to go to the center- rest of class are spotters

3) Have two more players, ”spinners”, take each volunteer by the shoulder, blindfold 

4) Spinners will spin the volunteers around the center of the circle, making sure they are far away from each other, then quietly return to their places in the circle 

5) Blindfolded players are now- Hunter and Hunted

6) The Hunter tries to tag the Hunted while the Hunted tries to avoid being tagged

7) Spotters need to be as quiet as possible to provide a quiet environment

8) If the Hunter or Hunted gets too close to the perimeter, spotters will place them gently back in the center of the circle

9) When the Hunter is tagged, the spinners go to the middle to become the Hunter and Hunted and new spinners are chosen from the circle
