Identifying Outcome Types in ELA
1. Knowledge Outcomes

a. Does the outcome require students to report factual information, procedural knowledge, and/or conceptual understandings?

2. Reasoning Outcomes
a. Does the outcome specify thought processes students need to learn to do well in ELA?

3. Skill Outcomes
a. Does the outcome, at its core, require students to demonstrate a specific skill essential to performance in ELA?
4. Product Outcomes

a. Does the outcome focus on the creation of a specific product as its focus?  

5. Disposition Outcomes

a. Does the outcome focus on the development or application of attitudes, motivations, and/or interests as its core focus?
